If a regular promotion is offered but was refused by the officer, before 
becoming entitled to a financial up gradation, no financial up gradation shall be 
allowed; as such an officer has not been stagnated due to lack of opportunities. If, 
however, financial up gradation has been allowed due to stagnation and the officer 
subsequently refuses promotion, it shall not be a ground to withdraw the financial up 
gradation. He shall, however, not be eligible to be considered for further financial up 
gradation till he agrees to be considered for promotion again and the second the 
next financial up gradation shall also be deferred to the extent of period of 
debarment due to the refusal.

Benefit of pay fixation available at the time of regular promotion shall also be 
allowed at the time of financial up gradation under the Scheme. Therefore, the pay 
shall be raised by 3% of the total pay in the pay band and the grade pay drawn 
before such up gradation. There shall, however, be no further fixation of pay at the 
time of regular promotion if it is in the same grade pay as granted under MACPS. 
However, at the time of actual promotion if it happens to be in a post carrying higher 
grade pay than what is available under MACPS, no pay fixation would be available 
and only difference of grade pay would be made available.
